A Bill to Mandate School Closure During an H1N1 Outbreak

Be it enacted by this Student Congress here assembled that:

Section 1. 
Any public school with an absentee rate of 25% or greater where at least one 

3


student has a confirmed diagnosis of H1N1 virus be closed immediately. 

4 
Section 2. 
The closure must be for 3 days or a minimum 72-hour time period if the closure 

5 


should occur over days when the school would regularly be closed for a weekend 

6 


or holiday. 

7 
Section 3. 
Failure to comply with this bill could result in a loss of school funding from this 

8 


governing body. 

9 
Section 4. 
This bill shall take effect immediately upon passage. 

10 
Section 5. 
The closure of a school would be jointly overseen by the Department of Health 

11 


and the Department of Education. 

12 
Section 6. 
All laws in conflict with this bill will hereby be declared null and void.
