A Bill to Restrict Plastic Surgery from Minors

11. of this bill. If a plastic surgeon fails to comply with this bill, 

12. it will result in the surgeon’s medical license being revoked.

13. Article V: All laws in conflict with this bill shall hereby be declared null and void.
