Article II: A. Child molestation in the third degree is when the person has, or knowingly

causes another person under eighteen to have, sexual contact with another who is

at least fourteen years old but less than sixteen years old and not married to the

9
perpetrator and the perpetrator is at least four years older than the victim.

B. Child molestation in the second degree is when the person has, or knowingly

11
causes another person under eighteen to have, sexual contact with another who is

12
at least twelve years old but less than fourteen years old and not married to the

13
perpetrator and the perpetrator is at least three years older than the victim.

C. Child molestation in the first degree when the person has, or knowingly

15
causes another person under eighteen to have, sexual contact with another who is

16
less than twelve years old and not married to the perpetrator and the perpetrator

17
is at least three years older than the victim.

Article III: The provisions of this bill shall take effect immediately after passage.

Article IV: The U.S. Department of Justice shall be responsible for enforcing the

provisions of this bill.

Article V: All laws or portions of laws in conflict with the provisions of this bill shall

hereby be declared null and void.
